Safety & Lake Rules

BEACH SAFETY

•   No lifeguard on duty. Swim at your own risk.

•   Shallow water. No diving allowed.

•   Adult supervision required at all times.

•   Free life jackets available at the beach station.

LAKE RULES

•   Fast boating 10 AM-6 PM daily (Wednesdays until sundown).

•   30 mph limit, counter-clockwise traffic, stay 200 ft from shore.

•   Boat around the island in the non-weed lane.

WATERCRAFT RENTALS

•   Watercraft renters sign a rental agreement; an adult 18+ must sign for minors.

•   Children must wear a life vest — free at the beach station.

BOAT LAUNCH

•   Open to the public: $10 in summer, $5 in winter — fill out the info card and pay at the drop box.

•   We're a private launch, not a public boating access provider under WI NR 1.91(7).

PARKING

•   Car parking onsite.

•   Boat and trailer parking is in the gravel lot across the street — park toward the back, at least 6 ft off the 
roadway.

•   Trailers left in the resort lots will be towed.

•   Use the gravel lot across the street.

PETS

•   Pets are welcome at the boat-ramp area only — water play, the first pier, and boarding boats.

•   Everywhere else is service animals only.

HOUSE RULES

•   No cover or entry fee.

•   No outside food or beverage.

•   No coolers or pop-up tents.

•   Service animals only (pets are welcome at the boat-launch area).

•   No smoking on the beach, breezeway, or upper patio.
